Cues:  
The number on the first die indicates the number of repetitions, the second die indicates the rhythm pattern to use, and when needed, the third die indicates which string to play it on, unless arpeggio which is played on both A and E.
LSDD (lift-set-drop-draw)  or can be lift-set on mark
Pizz – pizzicato, to pluck with the left hand 4th finger
